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Variables give you the tools to be as dynamic as possible, and can be used within actions and filters.

Variables can currently be defined on 3 different levels;

® Variables (Zone)
® Contexts
® Packages (Snapshots)

The inheritance flows top-down and variables can be overwritten. This means a variable defined at the zone level can be

overwritten in contexts and/or packages. This allows you to change the value of variables based on the context(s) of a

user or device.

The syntax of a variable is ${<VARIABLE NAME>}
